	[bookmark: ACTION]ACTION: National Interfaith Call-In Day for Sex Education!
Call your Members of Congress on Monday, March 22, and ask them to support comprehensive sexuality education.
Youth, young adults and allies at the Sexuality Education Advocacy Training (SEAT) in Washington, D.C. will be lobbying Congress to pass the Responsible Education About Life (REAL) Act. The REAL Act would provide five years of federal funding for age-appropriate, medically-accurate sexuality education - programs like Our Whole Lives (OWL) that discuss the facts about abstinence, contraception and sexually transmitted diseases, healthy relationships, decision making, assertiveness, and skills building.
Your Members of Congress are still hearing religious support for abstinence-only-until marriage programs. They need that you want comprehensive sexuality education! Spread the word and make the call on Monday, March 22. (Click n the "Take Action" button for the call-script.)

On Tuesday, March 16, UUA President Rev. Peter Morales and Washington Office Director Rob Keithan paid visits to key Senate offices to ask for swift action on comprehensive immigration reform. In meetings with staff from the offices of Senators Susan Collins (ME), Kent Conrad (ND), and George Voinovich (OH), Morales stressed the unacceptable suffering caused by the current system and how religious groups from all across the political spectrum were strong supporters of reform.

Water affects virtually every aspect of our lives, and yet nearly a billion people around the world don't have access to clean drinking water. World Water Day, established in 1992 at the UN Conference on Environment and Development, aims to raise awareness of the world water crisis and the solutions to address it. The theme for 2010 is "Clean Water for Everyone" and calls for stronger commitments from governments, the private sector, and US citizens for water, sanitation, and hygiene initiatives (WASH) in low-income countries.
