Here is the basic rundown of what has been going on at GSE.
 
We have been working on the employment non-discrimination act over the past several weeks.  We gathered petition signatures in some targeted districts and also had phone banks to have people call their congressmen.  That work culminated in our lobby trip to Washington, D.C. last week where we met with staff of both state senators as well as staff of all of the NJ democratic Congressmen (some of the Congressmen themselves showed up).  We also met with the staff of a couple of the NJ republican Congressmen.  ENDA currently has 198 co-sponsors in the House.  It was supposed to have a committee hearing and vote sometime in March, and I'm hoping that it will move now that the healthcare bill is wrapping up.
 
Lambda Legal announced in motion to re-open the Lewis v. Harris marriage equality case in the state Supreme Court to enforce the previous order that gays and lesbians be treated equally regarding the rights of marriage.  GSE will be filing an amicus brief in the case supporting Lambda's motion.  We will probably hear within several weeks whether the Court will take the case directly, which would be a huge win for us in and of itself.  The other options are sending it back down to lower courts to work its way back up or appointing some kind of "special master" which is basically like an arbitrator from what I understand.  That's pretty much all I know about that so far.
 
We have been writing letters to the editor regarding all of the issues we are working on.  We did an ENDA editorial last week.  We are trying to get marriage equality and Don't Ask Don't Tell editorials.  If you would like to write one for either of those issues, that would be great.  I'm heading up the editorial team, and I'm always looking for people to write.  It would only have to be between 200 and 300 words, so nothing too crazy.  Please let me know if you are interested.
 
The Ottos are heading up the service project aspect of our campaign.  We had a food drive at several supermarkets on this past Sunday where we collected over 290 bags of groceries.  Because it was such a success, we are probably going to have a state-wide food drive sometime in June.
 
Our next phase of the campaign is working on Don't Ask Don't Tell.  I don't know all of the details on that yet, but we will probably be postcarding, phonebanking, and canvassing for petition signatures in target districts just like we did with ENDA.
